3. How is the Gospel that Jesus would have been preaching in the temple 

different to the Gospel that we preach? How is it similar?

4. In what ways do we see the sin of the Jewish elders compound? How 

does sin beget sin in general? In your own life? 

5. Consider John the Baptist’s prophetic call to people in Luke 3:7-17. How 

does this point forward to Jesus? How is John’s authority linked to 

Jesus’? Consider the public perception of both John and Jesus, as well as 

Jesus’ perception of John.
